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City College Speech and Debate In Record Breaking Year of Wins!
Students Qualify for Competitions in Birmingham,Albany, Chicago and Las Vegas.
Baltimore City College’s team of William Stokes and Nicholas Vail has won the state championship in policy debate.  The two City College juniors competed against a field of sixteen teams at the Baltimore Catholic Forensic League state championship, and emerged the victors after four rounds of rigorous competition against the top high school debate programs in Maryland.  They will represent the league at the National Catholic Forensic League tournament in Albany, NY this May.
In addition to Stokes and Vail, six other City College students have also qualified  for the National Championship: Emma Koch in Declamation, Eliza Stokes in Dramatic Interpretation, Gareth Imparato and Olive Pretl-Drummond in Duo Interpretation, and Kim Patterson and David Neustadt in Policy Debate.  These students emerged from hundreds of competitors, including twenty-two qualifiers from Baltimore City College.

The following weekend, the Chesapeake District of the National Forensic League held its regional championship at Loch Raven High School, and the Baltimore City College speech and debate team was at it again.  Nicholas Vail, this time partnered with fellow junior Kaine Cherry, again went undefeated to win the policy debate tournament, and thereby a bid to the other National Tournament in Birmingham, Alabama.  City boasted twenty-six entries to the Chesapeake District tournament, and earned fourth place in Senate, Dramatic Interpretation, and Humorous Interpretation.

In between the two tournaments, City also competed in Mock Trial, coming in second in the district.  William Stokes and Nicholas Vail were selected to compete at the National Association of Urban Debate Leagues Championship in Chicago and the prestigious National Debate Coaches' Championship in Las Vegas.

It’s been an incredible couple of weeks for the Baltimore City College Speech and Debate team, and the students are now gearing up for two big national tournaments which will mark the end of a ground-breaking year.
